BE SALTY
I want you to close your eyes. Are they closed? (I’'m serious.)
Okay. Now think of the greatest saint in history.

I don’t care who you’re thinking of. It’s going to be
different for everyone. Just think of that person. Think of his
or her life. And answer the question: Why is he or she a great
saint?

You’re all thinking of different people, but the answer is
the same for everyone. And it’s not “Because he did great
things for God” or “Because she sacrificed everything she
had for the poor.” Those answers show evidence of the
reason.
